FAMILY HISTORY:

Maternal great-grandmother following head injury in early thirties leading to seizures.  Maternal aunt had fainting spells at 7 months until 17 months; given some medication. 

PRENATAL HISTORY:
Spotting in first trimester, nausea treated with Bendictine.

LABOR & DELIVERY:
Delivered with forceps after 6 hours of labor.  





Apgar 9/10.

NEONATAL HISTORY:
Delivered at 40 weeks gestation.  Weight 7 lbs. 6 oz.; 





20 inches long; head circumference 13 inches.  A peak bilirubin of 19 was obtained on the 4th day of life which 





was treated with phototherapy.  ABO incompatibility noted.

DEVELOPMENTAL   
Reached milestones appropriately until about age 1. 

MILESTONES:

Some regression noted between 1-2 years of age.





At 2-3 years it seemed to level off.
